U Pneumococcal disease complications include otits media
U Aboriginal and children
A90% ear disease
A25% perforated ear drums
U NIP Pneumococcal conjugate vaccine (7vPCV) 2:4:6 months
U NIP Polysaccharide Pneumococcal Vaccine (23vPPV) 18-24 months

U Maternal vaccination trial: 23vPPV
A3 cohorts

AG1 23vPPV last few months of pregnancy
AG2 23vPPV when baby born

AG3 23vVVP offered to mother when baby 7 months
AAIM: 220 mums

AACTUAL: 227 mums

U Post vaccination:
AG1 blood antibodies: good response. Colostrum-+++

AG2 blood antibodies: best response. Colostrum: Nil Breast Fed A/B benefit

AG3 No maternal /baby benefit (9 out of 10 children will get ear disease)
