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GPII020A reports

Benefits of electronic GPII020A reports

• GPII020A reports are available sooner

• Electronic notification when the report is available

• Extra time to work on GPII020A reports

• New formatting makes them easier to read

• Practice software and GPII020A reports can both be view by 

reducing the size of the client details screen

• Printed reports look the same as the posted hard copy 

reports

Disadvantage of electronic GPII020A reports

• Nobody looks at them
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Due and Overdue Rule

The impact of changing the National Due and

Overdue rule for 4 year old children will be 

reported in the ACIR coverage rates at 

30 June 2010.

The 60-<63 month statistics will measure the 

immunisation coverage rate for children born 

1 January 2005 to 31 March 2005.
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GPII coverage rates

GPII Practice coverage rates:-

• Number of practices achieving 90% coverage has 

decreased

February 2009  - 294 of 398

February 2010  - 265 of 395

• Lower coverage means providers receive a larger number of 

GPII020A overdue reports 

• Children at increased risk of disease
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Divisional GPII Coverage

Immunisation coverage across all 14 SA 

Divisions has declined when comparing GPII 

coverage for February 2009 to February 2010

• Overall coverage declined between 

-0.6% to -2.3%.

• Coverage in the 48 –84 month age category has 

declined between -2.3% to -5.8%.

• 60-<63 month coverage statistics are inserted 

into your Divisional report by DoHA.

• DoHA coverage will be calculated for children born 

1 April 2004 –31 March 2005.
